Each parish has the right to eliminate their 13%. parish should have the right or
ability to waive SCP Fee. In the future there stidne a clear understanding that the
permit fee should be continued. Discussion ensued.

Mr. Wich read out loud the proposed fee changeas fite sheet that was provided to the
board. Mrs. Moore stated Lafourche Parish passeddinance that citizen’s are
allowed to file a waiver on certain size residdmdtauctures. Mrs. Moore’s concern is
that these proposed fee changes would affect tdatamce. Mr. Wich informed her he
did not feel it would but warned per State Legislataffidavits are illegal and she needs
to be careful with the square footage.
